Writing The Book Helped The Author Grieve. Munsch, came up with the book’s most famous lines (“I’ll love 
you forever, I’ll like you for always, as long as I’m living, my baby you’ll be”) as a way to privately grieve the 
loss of two of his children. His wife delivered two stillborn babies within a short succession, and the over-
whelming sorrow felt unbearable to Munsch. As a way to cope with his feelings, he created this private poem 
that he would say aloud to himself, saying that it was his “way of crying.” It’s a beautiful tribute to the two 
children that Munsch and his wife lost
